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To honor the great philanthropic legacy and deep
commitment to Christian service of the late Bill Connell
’55, St. Mary’s presented the inaugural William F.
Connell Service Awards to four deserving honorees,
whose lives of dedicated service are an inspiration.

The event, held on May 4, included a ceremony and
luncheon at the school. The first two service awards were
presented to students Kristin Moccia ’11 and Dominic
Barceleau ’11.

“These two students embody Bill Connell’s devotion
to service and strong commitment to bettering our
community,” said St. Mary’s Head of School Dr.
Raymond A. Bastarache. “At St. Mary’s, we impress
upon our students how important it is to love God, do our
best and take care of one another. We are fortunate to
have so many students who live these values daily, and
take pride in the exceptional way these values are lived
by the students we honor today.”

A talented student-athlete, Moccia is captain of the
varsity soccer team, class co-president and a member of
the National Honor Society, Student Council, Rachel’s
Challenge and Student Admissions Team. She tutors at
the Boys and Girls Club of Lynn, serves meals at My
Brother’s Table, works closely with the Kidney
Transplant Dialysis Association and has helped
coordinate the school’s annual blood drive with
Children’s Hospital Boston. This spring, she traveled to
Juarez, Mexico, where she worked with Casas por
Christo to build a home for a family in need of shelter
and worked with young children in the area. A Lynn
native, Moccia plans to pursue a career in nursing with
the hope of working to improve health care in developing
countries.

Barceleau, a lifelong West Lynn resident, has excelled
academically and athletically at St. Mary’s, evidenced by

his involvement in the National Honor Society, Rachel’s
Challenge, Campus Ministry and the soccer, swim and
track teams. An active Boy Scout, he has volunteered
with numerous nonprofit organizations including My
Brother’s Table, the Sacred Heart Tree of Life Food
Pantry and the Salem Mission. This year, he was a
student leader during Hunger for Justice, a 30-hour
famine. He hopes to pursue a degree in social sciences,
and eventually attend law school. 

The St. Mary’s Faculty/Staff Award was presented to
St. Mary’s Principal Carl A. DiMaiti. For nearly 20 years,
DiMaiti has been a transformative presence on the St.
Mary’s campus – as history teacher, vice principal and
later principal. In his tenure as principal since 1999,
enrollment has nearly doubled and the curriculum has
been strengthened. He is also well known throughout the
wider community for his strong commitment to
philanthropy and service. His stewardship of the Carol
DiMaiti Stuart Foundation, established in 1990 after the
tragic death of his sister, has resulted in hundreds of
thousands of dollars in scholarship aid to help students in
Boston’s Mission Hill neighborhood achieve a brighter
future. As a trustee of the James W. O’Brien Foundation,
he has played a key role in securing critical funding for
scholarships and capital projects at St. Mary’s,
Merrimack College and Lynn English High School. 

The Alumni and Friend Award was presented to Owen
B. Lynch, Esq. ’52, a senior partner at Lynch, Brewer,
Hoffman & Sands, LLP. Lynch serves as treasurer of the
board of directors of the Hundred Club of Massachusetts,
Inc. – a nonprofit that benefits spouses and children of
deceased firemen and policemen. He is also active in the
American Ireland Fund and is a member of the advisory
board of directors of the Boston College Campus School
for multi-handicapped youth ages 3-21.

For valedictorian Anthony J. Cardillo Jr., not even the
sky’s the limit. 

Cardillo, who will attend Embry-Riddle Aeronautical
University in the fall, hopes to one day work for the
National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA).

“Ever since I was in the
first grade, I wanted to be
involved in space and work
for NASA,” he said. 

Embry-Riddle, located in
Daytona Beach, Fla., has
been rated the best college
for aviation and aerospace
education by U.S. News &
World Report for the past ten
years.

“When I visited it, I loved
it,” said Cardillo. “I knew I
should be going there.”

A Peabody resident,
Cardillo entered St. Mary’s
as a freshman. His
grandmother, Mary Cardillo, is also a graduate of the
school. During his four years, he was a member of the
varsity golf team, the North Shore Science League and
College Bowl. He also served as president of the National
Honor Society.

“Academically and spiritually, I feel prepared to move
on,” said Cardillo. “My faith has grown tremendously
since I arrived [at St. Mary’s]. You need your faith to lean
on. That’s the most important thing – something that will
last me throughout the rest of my life.”

Not everyone is fortunate enough to find
his or her dream job; but Andrea Alberti, St.
Mary’s religion teacher and campus ministry
director, found hers. 

“I absolutely love St. Mary’s,” said
Alberti. “If I could pick any job in the
world, this would be it.”

A youth minister for various parishes
since 1996, Alberti joined the St. Mary’s
faculty in 2007. She assumed reins of the
campus ministry program in 2008,
expanding student opportunity for daily
prayer, retreats and service activities. This
year, she was honored by the Office for the
New Evangelization of Youth and Young
Adults in the Archdiocese of Boston with
their Companions on the Journey Award. It
is the highest recognition from the National
Federation of Catholic Youth Ministry for
someone who demonstrates a commitment
to ongoing education and formation,
longevity in ministry, outstanding leadership
and commitment to young people. 

Since her arrival at St. Mary’s, renewed
enthusiasm for youth ministry has caught on. 

“Kids want to know their lives have meaning and
purpose,” said Alberti. “They respond to that.” 

The Prayer, Bible and Jesus (PB&J) group attracts more
than 40 students to pray the rosary in the mornings.
Through Rachel’s Challenge, more than 100 students arrive
every Tuesday at 7:15 a.m. to pray and commit to the
service challenge of the week. Students also regularly

participate in food, hat and mitten drives and volunteer at
the Food Pantry and organizations such as the Bridge
House, SPIN and My Brother’s Table. 

Annually, St. Mary’s students also participate in national
and local events such as the March for Life and Hunger for
Justice. In January, 23 students – the largest group in the
Archdiocese of Boston – traveled to Washington, D.C. for
the March for Life. In April, 300 teens turned out for

Hunger for Justice, at which they fasted for
30 hours and slept on the school’s gym floor
in makeshift cardboard huts. The next
morning, participants distributed food and
new socks to the homeless in Boston. The
event raised money for the earthquake
victims in Haiti and Chile. 

Alberti, a Nahant native, is a longtime
youth minister at St. Thomas Aquinas Parish
in Nahant. She is a graduate of Swampscott
High School, where she played three sports.
As a junior, she underwent wrist surgery due
to avascular necrosis – death of the bone
tissue.

“At that point, I realized success is
temporary,” she said. “What lasts is love,
hope and faith.”

She went on to play field hockey and
lacrosse at Bridgewater State College and
later accepted a coaching position at Bentley
College. She also worked at the Bridge
House, a family shelter for the homeless.

“After seeing thousands of teens go
through the system, I realized the ones to
make it through were the ones who had their
faith to help them,” said Alberti.

That reliance on faith is what she was hoping to foster at
St. Mary’s – through a combination of classroom work,
worship and service. 

“I wanted to be in a place where I could talk about faith
and ministry,” she said. “The familial aspect is truly unique
here. It’s a Christian community in that we want the best
for one another, and are willing to make sacrifices to that
end.”

The city of Poulsbo, Wash., located 3,000 miles west of Lynn,

has only about 8,000 residents. So what are the chances two of
them would be graduates of St. Mary’s?

Apparently, very good. Anna (Noone) McDonald ’39 and
Richard Putnam ’58 both live in Poulsbo. They recently met, after
connecting through the St. Mary’s Office of Institutional
Advancement. 

“What are the odds – a town of 8,000 and two St Mary’s
grads?” said Putnam. “As we talked, the story got better. It turns
out I had met her son, Kevin, through an old friend, and her uncle
lived about halfway up Wyman Street in Lynn where I grew up.”

McDonald relocated to Washington in 1949, when General
Electric transferred her late husband, Pete, to Seattle. In 1958,
they moved to Yakima, Wash., to be closer to his work at the
Hanford Nuclear Reservation. The couple, who raised nine
children, retired in Poulsbo in the late 1990s.

For Cara Magrane, ’89,
the motto “men and
women for others” isn’t
just a phrase; it’s a way of
life.

“It’s so important that
we’re looking outside of
ourselves, and putting
others’ needs before our
own,” said Magrane.
“That’s the golden rule
that was part of my
family’s culture and that
was reinforced at St.
Mary’s.”

A Lynn native,
Magrane serves as chief
operating officer of
Respite Care of San
Antonio, Inc. – an organization that provides temporary respite for
the parents of children with special needs. Services and programs
include full-service daycare, emergency shelters, foster placement,
part-time day programs and on-site medical clinic care. It also
provides a safe haven for children who have been victims of abuse
or neglect. 

Magrane began working with Respite Care of San Antonio as a
Jesuit Volunteer in 1993. 

“It was one of the single most valuable years in my life,” she said.
“Seventeen years later, and I’m still here.”

Growing up, Magrane had set her sights on the Peace Corps.  She
went on to major in sociology at Manhattanville College, where she
completed her senior thesis on homelessness and spent time in

shelters in Harlem. 
“I realized how much

more I could do stateside,
without having to go
abroad,” she said,
explaining her decision to
apply to the Jesuit Volunteer
Corps instead. 

In 2005, Magrane earned
her master’s degree in
business administration at
the University of Texas at
San Antonio.

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Harvard fits Kevin McCarthy ’10 to a tee

McCarthy’s lifelong dream was to attend Harvard
University. Sadoski, a Harvard alumnus (Class of ’68),
gained a friend for life by advocating for McCarthy in his bid
to become a man of Harvard. The dream has been fulfilled.

“I know it’s a cliché, but I’ve dreamed of this for the
longest of times, and really got serious about it when I was a
sophomore,” the 18-year-old from East Lynn said. “I was
overwhelmed when I got the news. My dream came true.”

McCarthy had his alumni interview for Harvard with
Sadoski, who has been his dentist since his mother, Kathy,
first took him at the age of three. Sadoski was her family’s
dentist when she was growing up in Salem.

Sadoski volunteered his assistance when his teenage
patient told him about his keen interest in Harvard, especially
after checking out Kevin’s skill on the golf course. “I callled
some St. Mary’s friends, like Nick Consoles, to check Kevin
out, and also watched him play. He was the real deal, and I
know golfers,” said Sadoski, who plays out of Salem Country
Club.

Sadoski reached out to the Admissions office and the golf
coaches at Harvard on McCarthy’s behalf.

“I told Kevin I’d make some calls,” he said. “I called the
golf coaches and made them aware of Kevin and I was told
they had already signed their top two recruits. They said
they’d keep him in mind.

“He said I got him
in? I can’t take that
credit,” Sadoski
added. “He earned it:
No. 2 in his class; a
4.2 GPA; a 2-
handicap golfer and
two-sport captain. I
couldn’t have been
more impressed with
his interview. He
was talking about
cancer treatments.
How many kids his
age will delve into
that? He’s advanced;
very mature.”

Some day,
McCarthy may join
the medical

profession, perhaps as
an oncologist. For

now, he’s undecided between biomedical engineering and
economics as an undergraduate major. He lost an uncle, Bill
Gorczyca, to cancer, leading him to think he will make
cancer research his avocation.

McCarthy has never had a golf lesson from a pro. His

father, Bill, taught him the game at an early age at Gannon
Golf Club, where Kevin was a junior member for five years.
When he wrote the Harvard golf coach, Jim Burke, Kevin
included some clippings from the (Lynn) Daily Item,
including his course record round of 7-under par 61 at Reedy
Meadow in Lynnfield, a bogey-free round that included five
birdies and an eagle.

McCarthy won the Catholic Central League individual
tournament once and was third twice. He was a three-time
CCL All-Star in both golf and tennis. Despite never having
picked up a racquet when he tried out for the St. Mary’s
tennis team as a sophomore, he wound up a two-time captain
and one of the area’s top doubles players.

“Whatever you say about Kevin has to end up in some
kind of superlative,” said St. Mary’s tennis coach John
Wynne, “because that’s the kind of kid he is. He’s awesome.”

McCarthy is the fourth St. Mary’s student in three years to
be accepted at Harvard. “One of the hardest working students
I’ve had in 30 years of education,” said Principal Carl
DiMaiti of McCarthy, the 2010 Agganis Foundation
President’s Scholarship recipient

Harvard has one of the best golf programs in the Ivy
League. Can McCarthy play at that level?

“Absolutely,” St. Mary’s golf coach Jay Fiste said. “He’s
long, he’s accurate, and a bad shot doesn’t bother him. He
bounces right back. He has a head for the game. I can see
him in their lineup early.”

was presented to her during ceremonies June 27.
The superb senior year for Macchione, 18, a

Peabody resident, came after she lost her father,
Richard, to cancer last summer.

“In my nearly 30 years working in
secondary education, I cannot recall a single
student-athlete who reacted to such a
devastating experience in such a positive
manner,” said St. Mary’s Principal Carl
DiMaiti. “Michelle has competed at the
highest level of interscholastic sports, taken
on the most demanding courses we have to
offer, provided leadership to her teams, and
maintained a superior class rank.”

Among Macchione’s other athletic
achievements:

◆ named a Catholic Central League All-Star and
team MVP while scoring 52 career goals and 30 assists
as a forward in soccer;

◆ named a Catholic Central League All-Star as a
defenseman and captaining the 2010 MIAA Div. I girls
hockey state championship team. She was part of three
hockey state championships, helping set a new state
record with 71 consecutive wins and a 77-game
unbeaten streak. She had 23 goals and 72 career
points.

◆ member of the 2009 and 2010 MIAA Div. 3
softball state champion teams as a left fielder.

“Michelle has been a tremendous leader for us and
is a role model for our younger student-athletes,” said
Newhall. “She has performed at the top of her game

both academically and athletically at St. Mary’s.”
Macchione graduated third in her class with a 4.2

GPA, carrying a heavy load of three Advanced
Placement courses in English, biology and statistics.
She also enjoyed calculus.

“It means a lot to our school to win the Phelps
Award,” she said. “It shows that we
produce students who can succeed on

the field and in the classroom, too.
St. Mary’s has been a great fit for
me.”

Macchione said the demands of
athletics and academics actually
made her more efficient. “You have
to balance your time,” she said. “You
can’t sit around doing nothing. You
have to be very disciplined in getting
your schoolwork done.”

Macchione admitted that being part of a long
undefeated streak produced pressure that made each
hockey game seem like a playoff game. That’s why it
was so joyous when the Spartans beat Woburn for their
third straight state title.

“I think being a captain and a senior, that would be
the highlight of my career,” she said.

Macchione was chosen as St. Mary’s representative
at the MIAA’s Girls and Women in Sport Day
ceremony. She has participated in the Ron Burton
Training Village and as a counselor-in-training at the
Peabody Recreation Summer Camp.

Macchione will attend Northeastern University this
fall aiming towards a career as a pharmacist. She said
she will probably play club sports.

Macchione ’10 is the

ultimate student-athlete

For any student-athlete,
winning a state title is the
ultimate thrill. For Michelle
Macchione, it’s business as
usual.

Macchione ’10 won five state
titles during her athletic career
at St. Mary’s, but those are just
the cherries on top of what is a
truly remarkable sundae. She
won the Boston Globe’s
Richard Phelps Scholar-Athlete
Award for District H, becoming
the third St. Mary’s student in
four years to win it, joining
Kerri Domohowski (2007) and

Michelle Golden (2009).
“To have one of our student-

athletes receive the Phelps
Award is a true sign of the
positive things happening in the
classroom and in the athletic
arena,” said St. Mary’s Athletic
Director Jeff Newhall. “It is a
tremendous accomplishment. To
have one of our students win it
three of the last four years is an
unbelievable feat and speaks
volumes about what type of
people they are.”

The Phelps Award, which
includes a $3,000 scholarship,

Iannetti of Lynn. While Macchione
and McAndrews have graduated,
Dandreo and Iannetti are juniors and
will be chasing two more titles next
year.

“It’s been exciting every time,”
said Macchione, who was captain of
the hockey team. “It doesn’t get old.
And it’s definitely great to end my
career with a championship.” 

“It’s sad, in a way, that it’s all
over,” said McAndrews, “But I’m
happy that I won my final high
